Clean Harbors expects to generate revenues of approximately $25-$30 million from the acquired assetsin the first year
after the acquisition.

"The Romic acquisition affords us an outstanding opportunity to expand our West Coast presence and further leverage our
unmatched infrastructure of landfills, incinerators and wastewater treatment centers,” said Alan S. McKim, Chairman and
Chief Executive Officer.

Romic has a strong heritage in the
West Coast region. We look forward to working closely with the Romic team to better serve the diverse customer base
that the company has steadily built during the past 40 years."
